IBPS RRB 2017 ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA:-

Age (As on 01.07.2017)

For Officer Scale- III- Above 21 years - Below 40 years i.e. candidates should not have been born earlier than 03.09.1976 and later than 31.08.1995 (both dates inclusive)

For Officer Scale- II- Above 21 years - Below 32 years i.e. candidates should not have been born earlier than 03.09.1984 and later than 31.08.1995 (both dates inclusive)

For Officer Scale- I- Above 18 years - Below 30 years i.e. candidates should not have been born earlier than 03.09.1986 and later than 31.08.1998 (both dates inclusive)

For Office Assistant (Multipurpose) - Between 18 years and 28 years i.e. candidates should have not been born earlier than 02.09.1988 and later than 01.09.1998 (both dates inclusive)

The maximum age limit specified above is applicable to General Category candidates only. For other categories the following relaxations would apply:

01. Login to ibps official website www.ibps.in

02. Once on the homepage click on the tab "CWE-RRB"

03. There you will find the latest recruitment exams for which you can apply. 

04. After clicking on the option you will be directed to a new window with "online application form"

05. Fill in details in the online application form carefully without any mistakes.

06. Upload your passport sized photograph and signature.

07. After filling the online application form you are required to make payment of application fee. 

IBPS RRB application fee

Application Fee:-

Rs. 100/- for SC/ST/PWD/EXSM candidates. Rs. 600 /- for all others.

Online mode: After submission of online application form, payment of fee through online mode can be done through net banking facility or by credit/debit card. 

Offline mode: Through offline mode after submitting the online application form you are required to take a printout of the system generated IBPS RRB challan. This challan is to be used for payment of application fee. The money can be deposited in branches mentioned in the notification. Usually payment of application for RRB exam is accepted by Bank of Baroda, Bank of India, Central Bank of India, Indian Overseas Bank, Punjab National Bank and United Bank of India. 

Please note that payment through offline mode will be accepted from the second working day after online application. After making payment of application fee you will receive a confirmation of payment either as a confirmation message on your mobile phone or as a confirmation mail on your email ID. Please ensure that you provide you correct email ID and mobile number for correspondence.
