Each editor soon

had a list of bookmarks which he or she often

shared with others who covered the same industry

segments. Sometimes editors even .reviewed sites

for the beneﬁt of their co-workers.

The 2G spectrum financial scandal in the Telecommunications and IT ministry under A.

Raja is noteworthy as the largest political corruption case in modern Indian history,

amounting to a record $40 billion loss from underpricing to the Government of India. The

alleged modus operandi was telecom bandwidth being grossly undervalued and offered to a

chosen few with vested interests, on a dubious ‘First-Come-First-Served’ basis. It is alleged

that it should have been put under a transparent auction system, purportedly advised by

higher ofﬁce.

The bandwidth-spectrum allocation of 2G bandwidth had later come under criticism for gross

irregularities. An FIR ﬁled by the CBI claims that the allocation was not done as per market

prices, resulting in a scam worth Rs. 200 core (US$44.6 million). However it had been alleged

by Arun Jaitley of Bhartiya Janata Party that the scam is worth around Rs. 176, 000 crore

( US$39.25 billion). The Comptroller and Auditor General holds Raja personally responsible

for the sale of 2G spectrum at 2001 rates in 2008, resulting the previsouly mentioned loss of

up to Rs. 1.76 lakh crores (US$40 billion) to the national exchequer. In August, 2010,

evidence was submitted by the Comptroller and Auditor General (CAG) showing that Raja

had personally signed and approved the majority of the questionable allocations Although

the political opposition was demanding his resignation over the 2G spectrum scam, Raja

initially refused to resign stating his innocence, and this view was backed by his party

president M. Karunanidhi.

The ﬁnancial scam eventually led to Raja’s resignation on the 14th of November, 2010. There

will be further criminal investigation and action on Raja with reports being ﬁled by the

' Comptroller and Auditor General (CAG) and the Central Bureau of Investigation (CBI)

In 2011, the results of an investigation by retired judge Shivraj Patil, who was appointed by

current telecom minister Kapil Sibal, has also found Raja to have been directly responsible

for “procedural Lapses” regarding the spectrum scandal. The CBI 'and Enforcement

Directorate estimate that Raja could have made as much as Rs. 3,000 crore from the alleged

bribes.

In January and February 2011, Raja’s homes and ofﬁces were raided by the Central Bureau

of Investigation. Computers were reportedly seized as part of the evidence that the CBI plans

to present against him Raja and two former associates were arrested on February 2, 2011.

The 3 have been taken to Patiala House Courts for enquiries by the CBI on 3 February 201 1.

Mr. Thomas was reminded of the fact that he was merely a Trainee and the Theoretical

concepts of a class-room have limited validity on factory floor. The Training Manager was a

low-proﬁle executive and advised Mr. Thomas to accept Mr. Ghosh as his teacher (Guru) and

not to displease Mr. Lal who is a Senior executive.

Mr. Thomas shared his experience with other executive Trainees who were fresh engineering

graduates from reputed institutions and all his collegues had almost the same tale to tell.

The ten executive Trainees in a group went to the General Manager Mr. Gupta, and narrated

the situation. Mr. Gupta was aware of the need to have young talented executives in the

organisation to modernise its operations, to be able to compete in the market.

The supervisors and skilled workmen are recruited by MEL from time to time as required,

for meeting the production schedule. They were provided a brief orientation training and

were put on production duties, to meet the pressing demand for manpower to adhere to the

production demands, Mr. Lal, the production Manager asserted that an employee learns

skills through practically doing a job rather than theoretical eXposures. He did not like his

people to waste time in training exposures.

The supervisors and workmen had only a few opportunities for exposures to training

programmes. Mr. Lal had told Mr. Gupta that since his supervisors and workman were

largely ITI boys their capacity to absorb new ideas was limited. Mr. Lal however approved

their proposals for promotions and raise in salary. which he thought was necessary for

providing motivation. The ITI qualiﬁed personel were normaly not promoted as Executives.

Mr. Gupta did not favour deputing his executive to outside training programmes, because he

felt that it did not really beneﬁt them and there was also a lurking fear that his Engineers

will develop disaffection about MEL, when they inter-act with Engineers from outside

organisations. He was however keen to exposed the role and functions of the training

department of MEL for development of technical skills of the employees.
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
