December and for the second/fourth/sixth semester in the month of
April/May or on such other dates as may be fixed by the Academic
Council.

2. (a) The last date by which admission form complete in all respects
and fees must reach the Controller of Examinations shall be as

(b) The amount of admission fee to be paid by a candidate for each
semester shall be as prescribed by the University from time to
time.

(¢) Candidates shall submit their application forms for admission to
the Examination duly countersigned by the Head of the
Department alongwith a certificate from the Head of the
Department alongwith a certificate from the Head that the
candidate satisfies the following requirements :

() that he has been on the rolls of the University Teaching

Department during the academic term preceding the
semester examination;

(ii) that he has attended not less than 75% lectures delivered
to that class in each paper; and

(iii) that he has a good moral character.

(d) In case of student whose name is struck off from the rolls due
to non-payment of fee or absence from classes and is re-
admitted later on, his/her attendance shall not be counted for
that period. _

(e) A deficiency in attendances may be condoned for special
reasons, as per the relevant ordinances on the subject.

The medium of examination shall be English or Punjabi. The medium

chosen for the first semester examination shall remain the medium

of examination throughout the course and no change shall be
permitted. The medium through which the candidate has passed the
examination shall be mentioned in the degree.

The examination in each semester shall consist of papers according

to the syllabus as provided by the Faculty of Law. Each paper shall

be of three hours duration and shall carry 100 marks. *However, in

LL.B. Part-I and LL.B. Part-II (i.e. in the first four semesters) 20

marks are earmarked for internal assessment and 80 marks for

University Examination in each paper.

(a) The minimum number of marks required to pass each semester
shall be 45% in each paper. *However, in LL.B. Part-1 and
LL.B. Part-II minimum marks required to pass shall be 45% in
University Examination and 45% marks in University
Examination and internal assessment taken together in each paper.

(b) A candidate who fails in the examination, but secures pass marks
in any paper shall at his optien, be allowed exemption in that
paper and shall be required to pass remaining paper(s) within
the period as provided in Ordinance 6 below and if he passes in
that/those paper(s) he shall be declared to have passed the
examination.

Subject to fulfilment of requirement of attendances prescribed for
this examination and these ordinances, there shall be no condition of

- passing papers for promotion from odd semester to even semester

in an Academic Session.

ORDINANCES FOR BACHELOR uF LAws (THREE YEAR Coursg)  (iii)

To qualify for admission to 2nd year of the Course, the candidate
must have passed atleast 50% of total papers of the two semesters
of the Ist year. Similarly to qualify for admission to 3rd year of the
course. the candidate should have passed atleast 50% of total papers
of four semesters of the earlier two years.

A candidate placed under reappear in any paper, will be allowed
two chances to clear the reappear, which should be availed within
consecutive two years/chances i.e. to pass in a paper. The candidate

- will have a total of three chances, one as regular student and two as
reappear candidate.

The examination of reappear papers of odd semester will be
held with regular examination of the odd semester and reappear
examination of the even semester will be held with regular examination
of even semester. But if a candidate is placed under reappear in the
last semester of the course, he will be provided chance to pass the
reappear with the examination of the next semester, provided his
reappear of lower semester does not go beyond next semester.

Provided that every candidate should qualify in all the papers
prescribed for LL.B. Part-1 (first.and second semesters)/
LL. B. Part-II (third and fourth semesters)/LL.B. Part-III (fifth &
sixth semesters), as the case may be, within three years of joining
LL.B. Part-I (first semester) or LL.B. Part-II (third semester) or
LL.B. Part-1Il (fifth semester).

Provided further that every candidate shall complete the LL.B.
course within a period of 6 years from the date of joining the LL.B.
course.

7. The grace marks shall be given to a candidate as per General
Ordinances relating to 'Award of Grace Marks.'

8. Three weeks after the termination of examination or as soon there
after as possible, the Controller of Examinations shall publish the
result. -

9.  Successful candidates shall be classified as under :

(a) Those who obtain 60% or more marks in the aggregate of
LL.B. Part-I, LL.B. Part-II and LL.B. Part-1Il examination,
shall be placed in the first division.

(b) Those who obtain 50% or more marks but less than 60%

marks in the aggregate of LL.B. Part-I, LL.B. Part-II and
LL.B. Part-III examination, shall be placed in the second
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division. All others shall be awarded 'pass' degree.

10. Each successful candidate of each semester shall be supplied the
detail of marks obtained by him in the examination. Each successful
candidate of the course shall be awarded the degree of LL.B. stating
the division in which he has passed. The year/session of passing the
LL.B. course shall be year/session in which the candidate clears all
the parts of the course.

I'l. Examination of LL.B. Part-I (First semester) shall be open to a
candidate who :

Has graduated in any faculty or has obtained a post-graduate
degree in any faculty from this university or has passed an equivaient
examination from other statutory University securing atleast 45%
marks (Scheduled Caste, Scheduled Tribe candidates with 40% marks
will be eligible), provided he fulfils other requirements stated here in
before.

12. ADDITIONAL SUBJECT AFTER PASSING LL.B. THREE YEAR
COURSE

(a) A candidate who has passed LL.B. course may appear as a Private
candidate in examination in any one of the prescribed paper(s) as
additional paper(s), provided the paper(s) so chosen has not
already been opted by him in the said course.

(b) Such a candidate will be required to pay examination fee as
prescribed.

(c) Such a candidate shall be required to obtain 45% marks in each
of additional paper(s), No grace marks shall be allowed to such
a candidate.
