ABOUT THE DIRECTORATE OF DISTANCE EDUCATION :


The Directorate of Distance Education, Lalit Narayan Mithila University, Kameshwaranagar, Darbhanga was established in the year 1998 with the objective of imparting flexible, diversified and open system of higher education through distance mode of learning for all age group & sex who are either employed/semi employed/unemployed/otherwise handicapped residing in remote areas without any access to higher education and unable to attend regular classes.

The concept of education through correspondence is the development of 20th century in India.  It is known as a system of non-formal education and fulfills the overgrowing aspirations of such men and women who otherwise fail to attend to acquire higher education for their mental growth and equipping themselves with knowledge and skill for obtaining higher degree for better opportunity in career.  It meets the requirements of the developing country like India where population is increasing. The education through distance mode of learning fulfils the desire of those students who are unable to attend regular class-room teaching.  The distance education, promoted by Govt. of India, has motto to impart the education to the door steps of the learners on the pattern of IGNOU, U.S.A. and U.K. Directorate of Distance Education L.N. Mithila University, Darbhanga provides facilities of instructional materials through correspondence for all such students/candidates, who can not join regular course of teaching.  The institution provides opportunity to the candidates to enhance their knowledge and obtain academic qualifications.  The main motto behind it is learn while earn.


Under the aegis of this Directorate B.Ed. Programme under Distance Mode for in-service Teachers was started from the academic session 2005-07 in collaboration with IGNOU.  It is a matter of great pleasure to note that NCTE has approved the B.Ed. programme to be conducted independently by Directorate of Distance Education, L.N. Mithila University, Darbhanga from the academic session 2007-09 with an intake capacity of 500.
RESERVATION :


Reservation of seats in admission is as per Govt. of Bihar reservation rules. 

CHANGE/CORRECTION OF ADDRESS :


Students seeking any correction/change in their address must intimate in writing in same to the Director, Directorate of Distance Education, L.N. Mithila University, Darbhanga.  Normally, it takes to 4 to 6 weeks to effect the change during which students have to make this own arguments to get the mail/consignments re-directed to their changed address.
CHANGE OF ELECTIVE/MEDIUM :


Change of elective/medium is permitted within one month of first receipt of study material on payment of Rs. 200/- per elective and Rs. 200/- for medium change by sending Demand Draft in favour of LNMU Distance Education fund, payable at Darbhanga.  The drafts must be submitted in the office of Director, Distance Education, LNMU, Darbhanga.  Such students have to return the study material already received by him/her in good condition and without any marking on them to Director, Distance Education, L.N. Mithila University, Darbhanga – 864 008. The Directorate reserves the right not to accept study material which are torn or otherwise damaged.
VALIDITY OF ADMISSION LISTS :

Candidates who are offered admission must join on or before the due date specified by the Directorate of Distance Education. In case they seek admission for the next session, they have to apply afresh next year and go through the admission process again.

INCOMPLETE AND LATE APPLICATIONS :


Incomplete and late application forms/re-registration form, wrong options of courses or electives, false information furnished, if any will be summarily rejected without any intimation to the candidate concerned.  Candidates are, therefore, advised to fill up the relevant columns carefully and enclose all the attested copies of the necessary certificates as and when asked for and submit the form to the Director, Distance Education, L.N. Mithila University, Darbhanga – 846 008.
REFUND OF FEE :


The registration fee once paid will not be refunded under any circumstances.  The programme fee may, however, be refunded if admission is not offered for any reason through A/C Payee cheque only. Prospectus once sold will not be refunded/replaced under any circumstances.
DISPUTES ON ADMISSION AND OTHER UNIVERSITY MATTERS :

The place of jurisdiction for filing of suit, if necessary, will be only at the Judicature of Hon'ble High Court, Patna.

THE B.ED. PROGRAMME :


The B.Ed. programme offered by Directorate of Distance Education is an innovative course.  This course imparts teaching with the help of self-instructional material (SIM) alongwith information technology and personal contact programme (PCP).  It develops understanding and competencies among the in-service teachers in providing effective teaching-learning process at the secondary stage. B.Ed. programme (distance mode) involves theoretical and practical aspects to develop the practicing teacher's knowledge, reasoning and attitudes.

B.Ed. programme through distance mode is duly recognized by NCTE.  This particular programme strengthens professional competency among in-service teachers, organizes learning experiences of school teachers, helps understand the nature of the learner and learning process, provides platform to acquire knowledge about various procedures techniques of evaluation, gives full sketch of school management, paves the way to develop competency for organizing instructional and student support activities and prepares a role model teacher for developing country like India to enhance socio-cultural, political and educational values.
MODE OF INSTRUCTION :


B.Ed. programme through distance mode is quite different from either full time and formal Course.  The teaching is imparted through self-instructional material and also with the help of audio-visual programmes.  Regular Counselling and practical activities are organized to facilitate teaching-learning process.  The students of this course are required to submit assignments at the specified/ allotted study centres.  The marks obtained in the assignments are displayed and accordingly students are advised to improve their quality with the help of counselors.
ELIGIBILITY :


In-service teachers of recognized primary, secondary and higher secondary schools with a Bachelor degree or a higher degree from any recognized University,  two years full time teaching experience on temporary or permanent basis as Primary/Graduate/Post Graduate teacher in a primary, secondary, higher secondary school recognized by the Central or state Govt. or Union territory.


The experience certificate issued by the Principal must be enclosed with the application.  The appearing candidates may also apply, but before taking final admission he/she will have to submit proof if passing the qualifying examination, otherwise his/her candidature will automatically stand cancelled.

MEDIUM OF INSTRUCTION :


Medium of Instruction for B.Ed. Course (Distance Mode) will be English or Hindi.  The candidates are required to exercise their option of medium of instruction in his/her application form.
DURATION OF THE COURSE :


The minimum period, required to complete the programme will be two years and the maximum period allowed for completion of this particular course will be four years.  After four years, no candidate will be allowed to appear at the B.Ed. exam.

ENTRANCE TEST :


The entrance test is normally held during June/July every year.  Hall Tickets will be provided to the candidates before 15 days of entrance test.  Mere permission to take Entrance Test would not amount to acceptance of candidates eligibility for admission to B.Ed. programme. The final admission shall be subject to their merit in the entrance test and also production of proof of their eligibility along with original certificates and programme fee.  
FEE STRUCTURE :


Students selected for admission to B.Ed. programme have to deposit Rs. 28,000/- (Twenty eight thousand) only in the form of D.D. favouring LNMU Distance Education fund A/c payable at Darbhanga towards fee for the entire programme at the time of admission.


Candidates should mention their name and the Name of the Programme i.e. B.Ed. on the back of D.D. to ensure proper credit of their fees in the relevant A/c.

ADMISSION :


Admission will be offered on the basis of the merit list of the applicants in the entrance test.  The centres of the entrance test will be fixed and communicated by Directorate of Distance Education, Lalit Narayan Mithila University, Darbhanga.  The candidates will be required to submit only the filled-in application form without enclosures.  The enclosures (documents) mentioned in the instructions for filling-in the application form are to be submitted later after receiving the letter of offer for admission to B.Ed. from Directorate of Distance Education, Lalit Narayan Mithila University, Darbhanga after the entrance test.  No change in programme centre is normally permissible.

EVALUATION :

The system of evaluation, both for theory and practical work, is as follows:

THEORY :

For theory courses, evaluation comprises of three aspects:

a)
Self-evaluation exercises within each unit of study (non-credit).

b)
Continuous evaluation in the form of periodic compulsory assignments :-  It carries a weightage of 30% for each course.  The scores of the two best/Qualified assignments out of the three along with one compulsory Practical assignment for each course will be considered for declaring the students successful in that course.

c)
The term-end examinations has a weightage of 70% of the total for each course.  Terms end examinations will be held in June/December every year.  But for the candidates of academic year (July 2007), the first end examination will be held in June, 2008.  The candidates are specifically instructed to send examination forms duly filled in to Directorate of Distance Education, Lalit Narayan Mithila University, Darbhanga – 846 008.
PRACTICAL :

For the Practical courses, evaluation comprises of three aspects:

a)
Continuous evaluation of school-based activities and practice teaching.

b)
Evaluation of performance in practical workshops.

c)
Evaluation of practice teaching. (Selected by the Directorate)
The student will have to obtain at least D grade in each course in both continuous and terminal evaluations, separately.  However, the overall average should be at least C grade for the successful completion of a course.

If a student has missed any term-end examination of a course for any reason, he/she may appear in the subsequent term-end examination.  This facility will be available until a student secures the minimum pass grade, but only upto a period of four years from the date of registration.
The letter grade system is used for grading continuous and terminal examination components.

No credit will be given if more than one answer is given for a question.  Therefore, you should select appropriate answer.

You should not spend too much time on any one question.  If you find any particular question unanswerable, leave it and go to the next.  If you have time after answering all the questions, you may go back to remaining unanswered ones.

There will be negative marking for wrong answers.


GENERAL  INSTRUCTIONS

Result card indicating qualifying/non-qualifying status in the entrance test would be announced by the Director, Distance Education, Lalit Narayan Mithila University, Darbhanga – 846008, and will be communicated to individual students appearing at the entrance test and the same will be displayed or the website of DDE i.e. www.ddelnmu.net.  Those who have qualifying status will submit their programme fee for of Rs. 28,000/- (Twenty Eight thousand) only in the form of Demand Draft drawn in favour of L.N.M.U. Distance Education Fund A/c, payable at Darbhanga. 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INSTRUCTIONAL SYSTEM :

The B.Ed. programme includes the multi-media approach which includes self-instructional print material, audio-video programmes, assignments, counseling sessions, practice teaching, school based and workshop-based activities.  The practice teaching and school based activities are to be performed in the school where the student teacher is working or teaching.  The counseling and workshop based activities will be carried out in the Teachers Training Institute/College identified and designated as Study Centres.
COURSE MATERIALS :


The course (print) materials are known as the study materials for both theory and practical aspects of the programme, which is supplied to the students in the form of books.  It is a peculiar feature that each course of B.Ed. programme has a code number, Course-materials, assignments are delivered to the either in person or by Regd. Post. DDE, LNMU will not be responsible for non-delivery of the course-materials.  The in-service teacher-students are taught with the help of Audio-Video programmes also and this is used during counseling and workshop sessions.
ASSIGNMENTS :


This is the part and parcel of the instructional system.  Out of 24 theory assignments minimum 16 assignments and all 8 practical assignments are to be completed and submitted the study centre selected by the candidate.  A submission-chart with date and time will be, provided and circulated for student's welfare on the notice Board.
CONSELLING SESSIONS :


The conselling sessions will be held at the study Centres during holidays.  The final date for the counseling will be decided by the Study Centre.  The counseling sessions are organized for theory courses.

PRACTICAL TEACHING :


The admitted candidates of in-service teachers B.Ed. programme workl centres for practical teaching will be the high, higher, secondary schools where student teacher will carry out practice teaching and school based activities.
