GCET or Goa Common Entrance Test 2016 is a state level examination conducted by the Directorate of Technical Education (DTE).

It is done online and in English only for admissions to the first year of Professional Degree courses of Medical (MBBS), Engineering, Architecture, Technology and Homeopathy in the State of Goa.

Exam Pattern

The candidates should know the pattern of GCET exam as it is very important, for scoring good rank in the examination. The exam pattern is discussed below:

The exam consist of four papers from Physics, Chemistry, Maths and Biology, there will be 75 questions from each section, carrying one mark each.

Each paper will be of 2 hour, there will no negative marking in the examination

The question paper will come from the syllabus of class 11th and 12th.

Selection Process

The candidate must have appeared and obtained valid score at the Goa Common Entrance Test GCET 2016 conducted by Government of Goa for the year of admission.

Applicant must have at least GCET score of 50% (40% for SC/ ST/ OBC and 45% for applicants belonging to PH category) for Medicine and Dentistry Degree courses.
