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Eligibility

The National Programme on Earthquake Engineering Education (NPEEE) provides for 50 man-months of international training to the teachers. The duration of training will be limited to six months per fellow. The conditions on teachers to be eligible for international training are:

· Should be a permanent full-time faculty of an AICTE recognized Engineering College/Polytechnic/School of Architecture other than the eight resource institutes (IITs & IISc).

· Should be currently pursuing a Ph.D. in one of the eight resource institutes in India in the area related to Earthquake Engineering, or has completed Ph.D. and has shown some interest in earthquake engineering in the past; preference is to be given to the former.

· Should be below 45 years of age (as on 1st April, 2006).
· Has not studied or worked abroad for six months or more.

· Must be officially sponsored (their application to be formally forwarded) by the employer/head of the institution or agency with commitment to depute them for research/training under NPEEE programme. Forwarding note merely stating that above would be considered only after award of fellowship will not be considered. 

· Should be accepted by a foreign scientific/technological institution, which is internationally recognised as an outstanding institution where major work in the identified area is in progress.

· Willingness of the foreign institution to accept and extend necessary support to the candidate for the work proposed. Candidate is required to produce evidence, in the form of a letter of acceptance from the overseas institution to be visited.

Broad Domain of the International Training

Applications are invited from the teachers of Engineering Colleges (Indian Nationals) for conducting advanced research or undergoing specialized training in overseas laboratories / institutes in the following broad areas:

1. Structural Earthquake Engineering

2. Geo-technical Earthquake Engineering

3. Earthquake Vulnerability Assessment of structures

4. Earthquake Disaster Management

5. Seismic Hazard Assessment: Macrozonation & Microzonation

GUIDELINES GOVERNING THE PROGRAMME
1. The individual availing this fellowship would be called a NPEEE FELLOW. 

2. The fellow will be entitled for fellowship amount of US $ 2400 per month upto a period of six months. The equivalent amount of foreign exchange is applicable if the country of study is other than USA. The institution where the candidate belongs to would be responsible for necessary foreign exchange arrangements. 

3. Fellow will also be entitled for a personal contingent grant of Rs.10,000/-. 

4. Fellow will be entitled to air passage in economy class both ways by Air India (only) from the place of working in India to the place of host Institute overseas. Other airlines should not be made use for this purpose except in sectors where Air India does not operate. In such cases, air passage should be got booked through Air India. 

5. Rules governing payment of salary, leave, medical, gratuity, GPF and Pension etc. of the Department/Institution/University to which a fellow belongs should continue to be applicable. No liability on any of these accounts will be borne by NPEEE/MHRD. 

6. Bank Commission charges, Medical Insurance expenses, Visa Fee, Airport tax and taxi charges etc. will be met by the fellow from out of the personal contingent grant. 

7. The candidate selected for the award of the NPEEE fellowship should commence their research/training as per schedule given in the sanction letter. Failure to do so would render the fellow forfeit the award. The decision of the PIC, NPEEE on all these matters would be final.

8. The selected candidates will have to execute a bond with their parent Institute to serve the Institute/any where in India for a period of at least three years after pursuing research abroad under NPEEE.

PROCEDURE FOR APPLICATION

Application for the award of NPEEE fellowship should be sent in the prescribed format (available at http://www.nicee.org/npeee/forms.php) to Ms. Snehal Kaushik, National Programme on Earthquake Engineering Education, Department of Civil Engineering, IIT Kanpur, Pin – 208 016, UP; Email: npeee@iitk.ac.in on or before 31st July, 2006. The application is required to be forwarded through the head of institution/college/university where the candidate is employed. The matter should be neatly typed as per format and should not exceed 10 to 12 typed pages.

The following documents should accompany the application in one envelope tied together:

1. Recent letter of acceptance from foreign institution to be visited by the candidate specifically mentioning the NPEEE fellowship. 

2. Endorsement from head of the institution/college/University on letterhead as per the prescribed format. 

3. A short write-up (about 500 words) of the candidate on the future plans in utilising their expertise in India which would be gained from research pursued at overseas Institute 

4. List of publications of the candidate / Reprints of three or more important publications, in last five years.
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
