SIC-Facilities Available

Emergency Services:

The Centre has 24 hours continuous emergency services in the Centre.

OPD: 

The OPD is functioning on all working days. The registration timings are from 9.00 am to 12.00 noon (Monday to Friday), 9.00 am to 11.00 am (Saturday).

Beds and Wards:

The Centre has an in-patient capacity of 35 beds in single bed; two bed and 4 bed wards` on 5th and 6th Floor equipped with all the latest facilities.The Centre also has 2 ICU beds with ventilator facilities for management of critical patients.

Operation Theatre:

The Centre has four state of the art/world class Integrated Modular Operation Theatres including one emergency operation theatre with the facility for video conferencing and most modern Operation Tables to undertake the specialised surgeries. 

Diagnostic Services: 

The Centre is providing latest and most modern diagnostic facilities and services under one roof comprising of:

Radiological & Imaging Services: 24X7 services are being provided for Digital X-ray. MRI, CT Scan, Ultrasound, Bone Densitometer and Color Doppler on CGHS approved rates under PPP mode on revenue sharing basis are available for all outpatients and inpatients.

Laboratories Services: The Centre has 24X7 Laboratory services to undertake all pathological tests on CGHS approved rates under PPP mode on revenue sharing basis.

Physiotherapy Wing: 

The Centre has one dedicated floor for the Physiotherapy facilities which is equipped with all the latest electrotherapy equipment¡¦s like Hot Magner, 8 Pole IFT, Ultrasonic machine, CPM machines for hip, knee, ankle, shoulder etc. adhering to the global standards. The Gym facilities are available for different groups of patients including cardio and strength training. The Hydrotherapy Unit provides sauna bath, chill shower and steam bath and Pool for faster recovery and rehabilitation.

Psychological Counselling:

The Centre has a Sports Psychologist to deal with the Pre and Post- Operative counselling of the Sportspersons.

The Centre in the long run aims to act as a pilot to develop the specialty of Sports Medicine in the country.
