REVISION  OF SYLLABUS

1. The syllabus for all three courses B.Arch, B.Arch(ID), B.Arch(BCT) is having revised as per the guidelines provided by the Council of Architecture(Minimum Standards of Architectural Education, 2008).

2. The new syllabus (2011) shall be applicable to the students admitted in the year June 2011.

3. The detailed contents of the subjects for Semester I & II for all three streams, B.Arch, B.Arch(ID), B.Arch(BCT) are being included here.

4. The detailed contents of subjects for Semester III onwards shall be made ready with in three months and shall from part of the syllabus.

5. The old syllabus will be applicable to all the batches admitted before 2011.

However, for students admitted in 2009 and 2010 batches, the Office  training period will be as follows:

A. For B.Arch: from Semester 7th shifted  to Semester 10th.

B. For B.Arch(ID) and B.Arch(BCT): from Semester 8th shifted to Semester 10th.

(This will also apply to those students who are detained or studying with batches  0f years 2009 & 2010.)

Suitable modification due to change in Office Training has been made in the nomenclature of subjects. 

Rules for Bachelor of Architecture Program

B.Arch, B.Arch (ID), B.Arch (BCT)

Arch 1

A candidate will be allowed to appear at the B. Arch examinations of semesters - I to X after he has satisfactorily kept term for the concerned semester.

Arch 2

A student shall be deemed to have satisfactorily kept terms for any semester provided he has: 

1- Attended at least 75% of the total lectures / studio during the semester and

2- He has completed his studio assignments and other term work satisfactorily.

Arch 3

In every subject, the Theory and term-work, shall be considered as separate Heads for passing.

Arch 4

Minimum passing percentage shall be 50 % for term work and 40 % for Theory subject.

Arch 5

At the end of each semester a student shall be allowed to reappear in maximum of two-theory examination for promotion to the next semester.

Arch 6

At the end of each year a student will be allowed repetition of a maximum of two theory subjects.

Arch 7

A student should successfully clear the examinations for any two consecutive terms in the same category of subjects. i.e Structure – I, II, & III, History of Architecture - I, II, III etc. before being permitted to the next semester.

Arch 8

A student who has been detained or has failed in any term work shall have to repeat the concerned semester.

Arch 9

If a student is detained or is not granted terms in a particular semester for reason of insufficient attendance / non-submission of term work he will not be allowed to keep terms for the next higher semester.

Arch 10

No candidate will be allowed to reappear in any semester examinations in which he has once appeared and passed.

Arch 11

The first stage of the course (for all three streams i.e. Architecture, BCT, ID) ends at the end of third year. Hence all the subjects should be successfully completed at the end of VI (Six) semester in order to qualify for the next stage.

Arch 12

The nineth semester Jury evaluation of Thesis shall be arranged every six months i.e. Jun / July and Nov / Dec or as suitable to the University.

Arch 13

The student can proceed for the Office Training only after successful completion of Thesis.

Arch 14

A candidate will be declared to have passed the final year examination leading to the award of Degree in Architecture (in all branches)   only after successful completion of X (Ten) semester Training Report Viva Exam.

Arch 15

For the purpose of awarding the rank the aggregate marks of semester IX  shall be considered. 

Arch 16

A candidate will be declared to have passed the final year examination leading to the award of Degree in Architecture First Class with Distinction, First Class, Second Class.
